Their latest project, “Penn & Teller: Bullshit!” for the
Showtime network, is in its fourth season.

The controversial show, which has received six Emmy
nominations and the 2004 WGA award for Outstanding

Comedy/Variety Series, tackles the frauds and fakes behind

such topics as talking to the dead, alien abductions and
feng shui.

Penn & Teller have written three best-selling books,
Cruel Tricks for Dear Friends, How to Play with Your
Food, and How to Play in Traffic; and penned pieces in
outlets ranging from The New York Times to Playboy.

Penn & Teller's understanding of magic and their ability to
relate to audiences has also garnered serious academic
attention. They serve as Visiting Scholars at MIT, that
school’s highest honor, and have lectured at Oxford
University and the Smithsonian Institution. In 2001, they
received the Hugh M. Hefner First Amendment Award.
