Sustainability

The essence of the term sustainable is simple enough: “that which
can be maintained over time.” We want our culture, our
institutions, and our society to be durable rather than fragile. A
society that is sustainable is built to last, while one that is
unsustainable will fail sooner or later.

Of course, no society can be maintained forever: astronomers
assure us that in several billion years the Sun will have heated to
the point that Earth’s oceans will have boiled away and life on our
planet will have come to an end. Thus sustainability is a relative
term. It seems reasonable to use previous civilizations as a
yardstick; their lifetimes ranged from several hundred to several
thousand years. A sustainable society, then, would be one capable
of maintaining itself for many millennia.

The word sustainable is often used, in a general and vague way,
merely to refer to consumer products reputed to be more
environmentally benign than others. But sustainability has a life-
or-death importance for us in an era of rapid population growth,
resource depletion, widespread species extinctions, and
catastrophic climate change. The term is key to understanding
humanity’s current ecological dilemma, and to finding a way
toward a future in which we live happily within nature’s limits.

Civil Liberties news in the Sunshine State

The attack on Florida women’s
reproductive freedom is real.

Soon, the Florida House will vote on an overarching bill, HB
1411, craftily aimed at shutting down health clinics that provide
abortions, as well as other healthcare.

e Tell your state representative to stop endangering
women’s health in Florida!

Specifically, HB 1411 would do the following:

Require medically unnecessary admitting privileges for doctors;

® Bar the donation of fetal tissue to research in Florida;

® Require anyone who refers women to abortion clinics to register
with the state;

® Significantly raise state inspection of facilities and patient records,
and increase the fees on clinics to cover the costs;

®  Prohibit Planned Parenthood from receiving Medicaid funding.

This bill, packaged as a measure to protect women’s health,
would actually do the opposite. Abortion is one of the safest
medical procedures in modern medicine. The Centers for
Disease Control state that abortion is 99% safe. The increased
regulations of abortion providers outlined in this bill are
medically unnecessary, and place financial burdens on these

The redoubtable Florida legislature has begun its
annual work, and citizens must become vigilant as ever
more intrusive violations of our personal rights are
discussed and submitted for passage.

HB 43,SB 110

Churches or Religious Organizations: Provides that churches
or religious organizations, related organizations, or certain
individuals may not be required to solemnize any marriage or
provide services, accommodations, facilities, goods, or privileges
for related purposes if such action would violate sincerely held
religious belief; prohibits certain legal actions, penalties, or
governmental sanctions against such individuals or entities.

HB 45 & SB 120

Creating the “Florida Competitive Workforce Act”; revising
provisions to include sexual orientation and gender identity or
expression and the perception of race, color, religion, sex,
national origin, age, sexual orientation, gender identity or
expression, handicap, or marital status as impermissible grounds
for discrimination; providing an exception for constitutionally
protected free exercise of religion, etc.

HB401

Protection of Religious Freedom: Provides immunity from
liability for health care facility, health care provider, person,
closely held organization, religious institution, business owned or
operated by religious institution, or private child-placing agency
that refuses to perform certain actions that would be contrary to
religious or moral convictions or policies.

HB 899

Instructional Materials for K-12 Public Education: Requiring
instructional materials to meet certain standards; requiring each
district school board to adopt a process allowing a taxpayer to
object to the use of specific instructional materials based on
specified criteria; revising the requirement that the district school
superintendent certify that all instructional materials used by the
district for core courses meet certain standards, etc.

Florida Judge Rejects CFI Suit against Taxpayer Funded Christian Rehab

“Gobsmacked.” “Baffled.” “Flummoxed.” Words like these accurately describe the reaction of CFl staff to a ruling by a Florida judge on
CFI's lawsuit to stop the taxpayer funding of sectarian rehabilitation programs.

Since 2007, CFl and Florida taxpayers Richard and Elaine Hull have been waging a legal battle to put a stop to a blatant violation of both the
Florida and U.S. Constitutions, in which two explicitly Christian organizations, Prisoners of Christ and Lamb of God, have been subsidized by
the state of Florida to provide substance abuse rehabilitation services to former prison inmates. Both organizations are self-described
ministries and openly acknowledge that their treatment methods are based on biblical principles and on the need to give one’s life to Jesus
Christ.

In 2015, CFl filed for summary judgment on this case, given that the facts were so abundantly clear: two churches that provided a Christian
recovery service were being funded by Florida taxpayers, which flies in the face of the state constitution, which unambiguously states that
“no revenue of the state or any political subdivision or agency thereof shall ever be taken from the public treasury directly or indirectly in aid
of any church, sect, or religious denomination or in aid of any sectarian institution.”

Despite these compelling facts, a Leon County circuit court judge ruled that the state’s funding of these religious programs was indeed
constitutional, inexplicably claiming that these Christian substance abuse programs did not promote Christianity nor were the services
performed “significantly sectarian.”

“A key flaw in the court’s reasoning is that because participation in these indisputably faith-based programs is voluntary, the state isn’t aiding
religious activities,” Ron Lindsay explained to Friendly Atheist. “That’s like saying a state could fund a church and minister and defend
that practice by saying no one is forced to go to church.”

The Center for Inquiry is evaluating the decision and the current legal landscape in Florida to determine whether it should appeal. One
problem is that the intermediate appellate court with jurisdiction over the case has been stacked in recent years with Rick Scott appointees.

CFI to Merge with the Richard Dawkins Foundation for Reason & Science

The Center for Inquiry began an exciting new chapter in its history last week, as CFI announced it will merge with the Richard Dawkins
Foundation for Reason & Science, and that its chief executive, Robyn Blumner, would also become CEO of CFI.

In March of 2015, Ronald A. Lindsay announced that he would aim to step down as president and CEO by the end of the year. Having led
CFI since 2008, Ron explained that he sought to ensure that no one figure would come to represent all that CFI is. In a Free Thinking blog
post, Ron wrote:

I think it is a good idea for leadership of organizations, whether it’s a for-profit or a nonprofit corporation, to change every so often. Static
leadership can produce static ideas. Plus, the longer one stays in a leadership position, the more likely it is that the organization will become
identified with that person, which, on the whole, I do not believe to be a desirable outcome. Secular organizations in particular should be
wary of fostering a cult of personality or of acquiescing in lifetime tenure for leaders. Too often we’re in danger of being mistaken for
religions; no need to compound that problem by emulating the leadership practices of religious sects.

And so a thorough search began for a new CEO for the Center for Inquiry. That search led to Robyn Blumner, the president and CEO of the
Richard Dawkins Foundation for Reason & Science, an organization whose mission mirrors CFI’s, and with whom CFI had often partnered
on various projects and initiatives. The idea to bring Robyn on board along with combining the talent and resources of these two
organizations was sparked, and the ball got rolling on the merger of the Center for Inquiry with the Richard Dawkins Foundation What was

decided was that CFl and RDFRS would join together as equals (neither organization was “taking
Support CFI-Tampa Bay, Join now over” the other) under the name of the Center for Inquiry, and_RD_FRS \_Nould bec_:ome a division
to keep informed about our activities, of CFl. Robyn Blumner would become CEO of the new organization, with Ron Lindsay
participate in our programs, and temporarily remaining as p_resident during the leadership transition. Robyn officially became CEO
become a member! > of the new Center for Inquiry on January 25.

This is all, of course, just the beginning. There is much to be done and planned, and the
challenges faced by the proponents of science and reason are as daunting as ever. But now the
Center for Inquiry can aim higher and dream bigger in pursuit of its mission. CF| extends the
warmest of welcomes to the staff, board, volunteers, and supporters of the Richard Dawkins
Foundation for Reason & Science, as we continue to count on all of you to help us do more good
than ever before.

Darwin Day resolution in
the U. S. Senate

December 18th, 2015

Senate Resolution 337, introduced in
the United States Senate on December
17,2015, would, if passed, express the
Senate's support of designating
February 12, 2016, as "." Darwin Day,
and its recognition of Charles Darwin “
as a worthy symbol on which to
celebrate the achievements of reason,
science, and the advancement

of human knowledge

Introduced by Senator Richard Blumenthal (D-Connecticut),
S. Res. 337 is the second Darwin Day resolution ever to appear in the
Senate. A string of similar bills have been introduced in the House of
Representatives, the most recent of which — H. Res. 548 — was
introduced by Representative Jim Himes (D-Connecticut) on
December 3, 2015.

In a December 18, 2015, press release from the Secular Coalition of
America, which worked with Blumenthal on the resolution, Kelly
Damerow, the organization's interim executive director, commented,
"This resolution celebrates the intellectual bravery and scientific
discovery that contribute to the well-being of all people."

Tell Congress: Urge Bangladesh to
Protect Fundamental Human Rights

One year ago today, machete-wielding Islamic extremists murdered
Bangladeshi-American author Avijit Roy as he was leaving a book
fair in Dhaka, Bangladesh. Roy's wife, writer and activist Bonya
Ahmed, was seriously injured in the attack.

Roy had been a strong ally of the Center for Inquiry, partnering with
us to free jailed bloggers in Bangladesh, and writing for our
magazine Free Inquiry.

Florida’s provisions imposing flat bans on
financial aid to religious institutions is now on
shaky ground.

According to Lyle Denniston, the National Constitution Center’s
constitutional literacy adviser, the Supreme Court has agreed to
decide “Does the First Amendment’s guarantee of the ‘free exercise
of religion’ actually require states to provide aid to religious
institutions, if the aid has nothing to do with promoting religious
beliefs or practices?”

The court has chosen the case of Trinity Lutheran Church of
Columbia v. Pauley. Missouri has a program of turning used tires
into rubber surfacing material for playgrounds. Trinity Lutheran
church applied for a grant for this program to replace “pea gravel” in
the playground it has for the daycare center for children it runs. The
state turned down Trinity’s application because of the Missouri
constitution’s prohibits the use of funds from the public treasury to
aid any church, sect, or denomination or religion. Florida has a very
similar prohibition in its constitution.

Combined with the Justices review to the latest challenge of the
Affordable Care Act, in which religious non-profits institutions that
do want any role in the provision of free contraceptive devices and
counseling to women employees and students, it makes this term of
the Supreme Court extremely important to the constitutional debate.

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Fighting Religious Privilege at the Supreme
Court after the Death of Scalia

All eyes are on the Supreme Court following the death on February
13 of Justice Antonin Scalia, a deeply religious and conservative
jurist if ever there was one. His absence on the court, as well as the
utter deadlock over replacing him, will have enormous implications
for many of the issues of great importance to the freethought
community, most immediately on the issue of reproductive rights
(more on that in a moment).

CFI President Ronald A. Lindsay considers the overarching
judicial philosophy of Scalia, “originalism,” and hopes that it is “laid
to rest” along with the late justice. Writing at Huffington Post, Ron
says, “The more fundamental flaw [with originalism] is to assume
that the Founders wanted us to use detailed historical research, or
perhaps necromancy, to discern the specific things they were
thinking of at the time they wrote the Constitution.” CFI's Council for
Secular Humanism also republished a 2014 piece by Michael B.
Paulkovich from The American Rationalist on Scalia’s “Bible-based
agenda.”

Days after the death of Justice Scalia, the Center for Inquiry joined
with American Atheists to file an amicus brief with the Supreme
Court on the case of Zubik v. Burwell. A sort of Hobby Lobby-ad
absurdum, religious nonprofits are claiming that the mere act of
declaring their intention to opt out of the contraceptive mandate of
the Affordable Care Act constitutes a violation of their religious
freedom. Simply signing a paper would be an offense against their
conscience.

In our press release about the brief, CFl Legal Director Nick Little
says, “This ludicrous case is a transparent attempt to legislate from
the pulpit. It showcases the intolerable consequences of RFRA, a
bad law that has predictably been twisted into a scattershot weapon
used by those who want to see their narrow religious beliefs
imposed on everyone else. It is religious privilege at its worst.”
CFI's new CEO Robyn Blumner gets to the heart of the matter,
saying, “This is about religious employers unconstitutionally
inflicting their faith tenets on female employees.”

In January, CFl assembled a coalition of prominent scientists and
scholars to weigh in on the deeply controversial Texas abortion
case of Whole Woman'’s Health v. Cole. CFl arques that the so-
called “experts” who had been brought in during the trial of the case
to give testimony in favor of the draconian over-regulation of
abortion providers were peddling pseudoscience and outright
falsehoods and that Supreme Court justices should not uphold
regulations based on partisan ideology masquerading as science.

How the death of Justice Scalia will impact these cases is yet to be
known
